Scoring Guidelines 

Analyze the changes and continuities in Post-Classical China, c. 600-1200 CE

1. Has acceptable thesis. (1 Point)
· The thesis correctly specifies BOTH change and continuity in Postclassical China, 600 – 1200 C.E. 

· The thesis must be explicitly stated in the introduction or the conclusion of the essay.

· The thesis may appear as one sentence or as multiple sentences.

· A thesis that is split among multiple paragraphs or merely restates the prompt is unacceptable. “There were many changes and continuities . . .” without specifics, is unacceptable.

· The thesis CANNOT count for any other point.
2. Addresses all parts of the question, though not necessarily evenly or thoroughly. (2 Points)

· For 2 points:

· The essay addresses BOTH continuity and change in Postclassical China. 

· For 1 point:
· The essay addresses EITHER continuity or change in Postclassical China. 
3. Substantiates thesis with appropriate historical evidence. (2 Points)
For 2 points:

· The essay provides at least 6 pieces of accurate evidence of change AND continuity.

For 1 point:

· The essay provides 4 pieces of accurate evidence of change AND/OR continuity.

4. Uses relevant world historical context effectively to explain change over time and/or continuity. (1 Point)
· The essay relates an extra-regional or global process to explain a change OR continuity in Postclassical China. 

· Shows ability to relate comparisons to larger global context(s) - meaning to cross cultures and societies, for example:  religion, trade systems, economic systems

Sample historical context from past essays: 

· Globally, the rise of Christianity would be spread through use of missionaries.  

· The decline of Gupta rule in India was partially a result of Hun invasions from the north.

· The desire for spices led Europeans to explore the Indian Ocean region and the New World.  

· Comparatively, the patriarchy that was seen within ____ can also be seen in the philosophy of the early _____.  
· The Russian Revolution was occurring during the first World War, which explains their early exit from the war.   

· The increase in trade is a result of the Industrial Revolution. 

· When African nations gained political independence between the 1950s and 1980s it was during the context of the Cold War era. As a result, both the US and USSR were trying to influence newly independent countries.

2. If you in doubt when to cite within your essay read the following from http://www.princeton.edu/pr/pub/integrity/pages/cite/:

a. Quotation. Any verbatim use of a source, no matter how large or small the quotation must be placed in quotation marks or, if longer than three lines, clearly indented beyond the regular margin. The quotation must be accompanied, by a parenthetical citation.  
i. EXAMPLE:  “Absolute authority rested with the father…” (Bulliet et al. 141).
b. Paraphrase. Paraphrase is a restatement of another person’s thoughts or ideas in your own words, using your own sentence structure. A paraphrase is normally about the same length as the original. Although you don’t need to use quotation marks when you paraphrase, you absolutely do need to cite the source.  If another author’s idea is particularly well put, quote it verbatim and use quotation marks to distinguish his or her words from your own. Paraphrase your source if you can restate the idea more clearly or simply.  
i. EXAMPLE:  The idea of God representing goodness within Zoroastrianism is similar to the monotheistic religions of Judaism; it is possible one influenced the other (Course Reader 52).  
c. Facts, Information, and Data. Often you’ll want to use facts or information to support your own argument. If the information is found exclusively in a particular source, you must clearly acknowledge that source. But if the fact or information is generally well known and accepted—for example, that Woodrow Wilson served as president of both Princeton University and the United States—you do not need to cite a source. 
i. EXAMPLE: Life expectancy for slaves in Brazil was about 23 years old (Bulliet et al. 465).
