
	Azuchi Period

Warlord Oda Nobunaga overthrows the previous government and establishes a new reign, as he unifies one-third of Japan under his reign.  Go back to space 35 to gain calm and serenity for your next battle.

39
	Azuchi Period
Oda Nobunaga must destroy the Zen temples on Mt. Hiei overlooking Kyoto because each temple and sect has created and maintained their own armies for protection.  These armies now stand opposed to Nobunaga.  Lose one turn due to military obligations.

40
	Azuchi Period
Francis Xavier, a Jesuit missionary, arrives in Japan and is received very well.  Because of his willingness to adopt Japanese manners, customs and language, he is quite well like and surprisingly successful.

42

	Azuchi Period
Also arriving on Japanese soil are the first European trader, the Portuguese. They introduce firearms to the Japanese; this weapon will eventually spell the end of the feudal system.

43
	Momoyama Period
Toyotomi Hideyoshi seizes military power.  Being a commoner, he cannot become a shogun.  But he unites an even greater area of Japan under his strict control.  Since, you support him, advance one space.

44
	Momoyama Period
Toyotomi Hideyoshi makes his Osaka castle a center of government and the city of Osaka grows in size and might as it controls the Kanto Plain.  It becomes present-day Japan’s second largest city.

45

	Momoyama Period
In 1588, Hideyoshi conducts a “Great Sword Hunt” and confiscates all weapons from peasants.  This widens the class distinctions between samurai and peasant farmers.

46
	Momoyama Period
In 1591, Hideyoshi proclaims an edict which made one’s social status hereditary.  Farmers remain peasants, merchants, artisans and Samurai keep their status also.  No social mobility is no longer allowed.  Since you are a samurai, advance one space.

48
	Momoyama Period
In 1592 and again in 1597, Hideyoshi unsuccessfully tries to invade and subjugate Korea.  Go back three spaces because of these bloody and expensive military ventures.

49

	Momoyama Period
In 1600 at the Battle of Sekigahara, Hideyoshi’s forces are defeated by the massed firepower of Tokugawa leyasu’s musketeers and fiercely loyal troops.  Loose one turn due to the carnage.

50
	Tokugawa Period
New shogun Tokugawa leyasu unifies all of Japan for the first time and moves the capitol to Edo, present-day Tokyo.  Due to his fear of Western influences (doing to Japan what they are doing to China) he isolates Japan from outside contacts.
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
