Lesson Plan Outline

Selected Student Request(s): Learning Objectives:

Students will be able to understand the importance of persuasion

Students will be able to question the claims a speaker makes

Introduction:

Journal: What is, in your opinion, the definition of persuasion? For what purposes do we use persuasion in our daily lives?

Practice: 

Students will have 10 minutes to write the journal. Then they will share their thoughts with entire class.
Teacher will then ask a student to lend her an iphone. Teacher will hold iphone so everyone can see it and tell the students that the following lesson involves the manufacturing of the item.
Students then will listen to Episode 454 and they will have pages of the transcripts to follow along. (The teacher has to listen to the entire episode and pick the important parts that are to be use, it cannot be played on its entirety). Also, the transcript will be shown on the overhead while episode plays.

Teacher will ask students if they have any questions about what they just listened.

Share-response time will be given (aprox.10 minutes)

Teacher will explain to the students that Mr. Daisey used persuasion to get his message across.

Students will be given the Academic Content Vocabulary-Persuasion.

Teacher will explain that class will go over entire vocabulary tomorrow, for now they just need to know one definition: Persuasion.

Teacher will ask several students to read and re-read the definition of the word persuasive.

Homework will be given.

Assessment:

For homework students will be given a handout asking them to write a letter of persuasion to their parents, they must read the definition of persuasion on their Vocabulary list again to help them understand persuasion more.
Wrap-Up/Reflection: 

Students then will write on their notebooks an answer to the following question: “Do you believe Mr. Daisey? What are your thoughts on what Mr. Daisey reports?

Introduction:

Journal: In your journal, write the definition of persuasion.
Practice: 

Students will go over their homework from the day before.
Teacher chooses students at random to read their letters. (At least five students)

Students read letters. 

Teacher asks students to tell the class in his/her own words what persuasion means and to give examples of its daily usage.

Student volunteers give definitions and examples.

Teacher continues with lesson on persuasion, teacher tells students that the speech Mr. Daisey gave to the radio program was not entirely true and that his claims had no real evidence and that he fabricated the facts.

Teacher gives handouts of transcript for radio show.

Teacher plays “This American Life” episode 460: Retraction.

After radio show is played, teacher will ask students if they have questions.

Teacher will explain that sometimes we are made to believe stories that are not true and we do not question them because the person or people doing it are really good at persuading others to believe them.

Students will go over entire Content Academy Vocabulary- persuasion.
Teacher will explain homework and show a sample of it and assign words from vocab. to each one of the students. Teacher will model the poster presentation.
Assessment:

Homework: Students will bring in a poster with the persuasive vocab. word that was assigned to them, its definition and a sample. They will have to present it tomorrow to the class. 
Wrap-Up/Reflection: 

Teacher will walk around the room asking each student what they thought about the radio show they listened to today.  Teacher will also ask if the student thought the evidence Mr. Daisey used yesterday was factual.

Introduction:

Journal: “What is the definition of 1. Bias, 2. Claim,3. Counterargument, 5.Evidence, 6. Point of View, 7.Purpose, 8.Tone.  Use your handout”
Practice:

After the journal, students go over homework from last night. Teacher asks each student to get together with people who have the same work as them. The partners are told to discuss which poster is more appropriate to present to class. The people or person whose poster is chosen does not present, the other partners do the presentation.  After presentations, students are asked to stay in the groups and they are given poster paper. Teacher asks groups to think of different types of texts that can be persuasive in nature. Student must list at least 10. Students are given 5 minutes to work with the partners. After the minutes are done, students are asked to place posters around the room. Teacher asks for volunteers to name some types of persuasive writing as teacher writes them on board. 

After all volunteers are done, teacher passes out two handouts: Types and methods of persuasion. 
Students are asked to check marked the text types they did not mentioned on their posters.  Students are asked to read the marked types to each other in the group, pop-corn style. Students are given 5 minutes. After time is up, students are asked to take notes in their notebooks about the second handout. Teacher shows them a power point about Persuasive Techniques. During the slide show, teacher will pause to for questions or concerns and to have the students identify: audience, purpose, technique in some of the sample slides. 
After power point, teacher asks if there are any questions. Teacher models homework for students. Also, teacher tells students that tomorrow they prompt for their final project will be given along with the rubric.

Assessment:

Students are asked that for homework, they bring in a persuasive ad and they identify the purpose, technique and audience.
