5 Day Lesson Unit 

5 Day Objectives: 
1.  Students will be able to articulate in standard English why “Attitude” matters and how it relates to their philosophy in life. 

2. Students will be able to explain how their philosophy connects to Chinese Philosophies.

3. Students will be able to identify, compare and contrast Chinese Philosophies with World Philosophies.

4. Students will be able to explain how Chinese Philosophies have influenced the world.
5. Students will present to the class in various formats their family philosophies and connect it to Chinese Philosophies.

Present China, Chinese Calendar and Chinese Dance and World Philosophies power points – 

Use a compare/contrast graphic organizer for students to show their own philosophy views vs. Chinese

Day 3
Discuss Journal Prompt and pass Students journals

Review the compare & contrast materials from previous lesson
Cornell Notes handout to be used during movies. – choose two characters in both movies to follow and keep track of their beliefs.
Watch clips from the Bicycle man and Toy Story 2 movies. TIPS and then discuss as class the different philosophies found in both movies. 
Homework: start asking your parents/relatives about their believes and take notes for your presentation on Friday.

Day 4

Discuss Journal Prompt and pass Students journals

Review World Philosophies power point and do a “pair interview” and be prepared to report on your interview about your partner philosophy’s family and how it has influenced him/her.
Watch clips from Mongol, Slumdog and The Kite Runner movies. Number students in groups of 1-4 and assign a reporter for the group after they have a discussion of the Chinese Philosophies they found in the movies watched.
Homework: Prepare a report about your family philosophy of life, your own and how they relate, or not to Chinese Philosophies.
