1. Biography: Using textbook (Nuevas Vistas) students using Cornell Notes summarize the biography page 135: An Maria Shua. Tape the picture provided by the teacher

2. SSR: Sustained silent reading: pages 130-135: Posada de las Tres Cuerdas
3. Students learn vocabulary: http://quizlet.com/4347261/print/
4. Students practice vocabulary pronunciation http://quizlet.com/4347261/la-posada-de-las-tres-cuerdas-flash-cards/
5. Follow along: paying attention to punctuation and pronunciation, students use index finger to follow line by line the reading of the story, raising their hand when they need clarification or repetition of a word. 

6. Analysis  of the story: step by step, students and teacher discuss the meaning of each paragraph.

7. Create a story board: illustrate the story in no less than 5 scenes, adding elements of Japanese culture mentioned in the story (samurai, katana, shamizen, esterilla, etc)
8. Reading to an audience: Using microphones read to an audience (is possible, do this in the auditorium), students should previously read on their own. 
9. Dictation: practice dictation and self correction, firs the teacher reads, then in groups of 4 taking turns to dictate and correct later by looking at the book
