Lesson Plan: Rise of Communism Around the World 
TOPIC OF LESSON:  Communism and feminism

Standard Being Addressed: 

10.3.6:  Analyze the emergence of capitalism as a dominant economic pattern and the responses to it, including Utopianism, Social Democracy, Socialism, and Communism.

10.7.1: Understand the causes and consequences of the Russian Revolution, including Lenin’s use of totalitarian means to seize and maintain control (e.g., the Gulag).
	Sequence of the lesson within the unit.
	At what point of the unit will this lesson occur?  You don’t have to plan the entire unit, but you should explain (in general) if this is early, middle or late.  This is also a place where you can say that some key concepts or ideas have already been taught in earlier lessons, to get ready for this lesson.
·    This lesson will occur at beginning of the Inter-war period unit, after World War I. Students will already have completed the Industrial Revolution, New Imperialism, and will have completed vocabulary on socialism, communism, capitalism, and utilitarianism. Plus they will have learned of the “tensions” around the world with current political/monarchical leaders, understood the causes/effects of WWI and Treaty of Versailles. We will begin the Russian Revolution during the next class and compare/contrast that Revolution with China’s revolution.

	By the end of the lesson I want students be able to answer this question …  Keep Bloom’s Taxonomy in mind and try to ask a high-level question(s).

1. What is at the core of communism?

2. Who likes communism? Why?

3. Why would communism be a viable option for a government at the beginning of the 20th century?

4. How does feminism and the suffrage movement fit into communism?



	Warm-up Activity

(This may be best created last)

5 points
	Describe a 5-15 min activity that will get students into the lesson.

Students will read an excerpt from the communist manifesto by themselves and answer the following questions:

1. who wrote this passage?

2. What is communism?

3. Who are all revolutions fought between?

4. Who does communism appeal to?

5. Why is communism appealing?

6. Where do you think this would be followed? (could be in the past, current, or future)

(10-15 minutes)

Once students are done, have them share their responses with their elbow partner (5 minutes)

Come together as a class and discuss the questions. Ask students to pay attention to the last 2 questions (#5,6)



	Input, or

Source(s) of Information

(Try to use a combination)

20 points
	Describe where students will get the information they need to complete the lesson? Provide copies of any handouts, documents, or lecture notes that you will use. 

As students focus on the appeal of communism, lead students into discussing who was not favorable to society at the time of the turn of the 20th century across the globe- women, minorities, the poor- and who had all the power- the rich, the whites, the Europeans.  

Tell students that they will now be completing a table-turn activity. In groups of 4, students will move from table #1, 2, or 3. At each table, students will read a primary source, talking about the appeal of communism for their society or individual benefit. After reading the primary source, students should complete the given questions on the given worksheet. It is okay to work as a group but each student should complete their own questions. Students will have up to 10 minutes at each table (feel free to make this less if this proves to be too much time). 

The primary sources are:

1. Lenin: “What is to be done?” speech

2. Emmeline Pankhurst: “Militant Suffragist”

3. He Zhen: “What women should know about communism”

	Guided Practice 

 (Provide detailed instructions)

	Describe the task that students will be asked to complete in class to learn the material.

As a class, come together and discuss the students’ answers to the questions. Focus mostly on their reactions to the text. Now have students go back to the questions they answered after reading The Communist Manifesto. What answers do they want to change? Have them add more detail to their answers, especially who it appeals to. 



	Closure

5 points
	Now that students have completed the assigned task, what will you ask students to do at the very end of the lesson to demonstrate they got it?

Homework: students will read 30.1 with Cornell notes. 

As students are leaving the class, ask them individually to state one thing they learned today. 



	Primary Sources

10 points
	Describe the sources that will be used in the lesson.  They should provide multiple accounts of the same event or time period from the past (at least 2 – maybe more). Provide copies of the actual sources used when you present to the class. Note that these will be INPUT.
